PENDLETON ROTARY
DISC GOLF RULES FOR
RECREATIONAL PLAY

Disc Golf is played like ball golf, using flying discs. One stroke is counted each time the disc is thrown and when
a penalty is incurred. The winner is the golfer with the lowest score. Recreational players will not be penalized
for rule infractions, all other players will follow standard PDGA rules.

1.TEETHROWS
Tee throws must be completed within the designated tee areas. Don't throw until players ahead of you are
out of range and until spectators or park users have cleared the fairway.

2. THROWING ORDER
After teeing off the player whose disc is the farthest from the hole always throws first. The player with the
fewest strokes on the previous hole is the first to tee off.

3. FAIRWAY THROWS
Fairway throws must be made with the foot closest to the hole on the spot where the last throw came to
rest known as the lie. The lie must be marked with a mini disc or turn over the thrown disc. The other foot
may be no closer to the hole than the lie. A run-up and normal follow-through, after release, is allowed.

4. UNPLAYABLE LIES - one stroke penalty

a. Any disc that comes to rest more than 2 meters (6.5" feet) above the ground. The disc must be thrown
from the new lie on the ground, directly underneath the unplayable lie. Please relocate to avoid damage to
vegetation.

b. Intentional Pole (white) on hole 6/5a. A throw that crosses the walking path prior to reaching the pole
must be dropped to the right of the path at the point where the disc crossed the path.

c. Out of bounds. A throw that lands out of bounds, must be played from the point of where the disc went out
of bounds. Again, please relocate to avoid damage to vegetation.

d. A disc that comes to rest on top of the pole. Does not constitute a successful putt and must be re-thrown
from the previous lie.

5. COMPLETION OF HOLE
A disc that comes to the rest in the Disc Pole Hole Basket or chains constitutes a successful completion of
that hole.

Please pick up your trash. Be courteous to other players, spectators and park users.
